The declining marriage rate, the generation of fatherless children and the high rate of 

single mothers are all issues that are dissolving the black family structure. It appears 

that we have become content with the notion of *child-support* taking the place of a 

father’s presence, content with the term ―baby mama‖ and ―baby daddy‖. We see it 

every day…babies having babies. It’s not rare in our community to see a 15 year old 

with her baby on her hip. What we have failed to realize is that often young mothers 

are a product of a young mother. Men and Women walking away from their responsi-

bilities as a parent is an epidemic in our community. 

 

Something has to give… we must break the vicious cycle of 

single parent households. In order to break this cycle we must 

begin to value one another. Yes value…we value our cars, our 

clothes, our jewelry, our social status, our jobs. Let’s be real…

here’s the part where I need you to be honest with yourself: A 

brand new Benz or a good man? Twenty-Stacks in the bank or 

a good woman? Case and point, if we valued our relationships 

with one another as much as we value the materials of the 

world we would begin to see the growth of the traditional 

black family. If we do not emphasize the need to strengthen 

the traditional family structure: mother, father, and children...all under one roof, then 

we will continue to manifest the social norm of black families being divided. The real-

ity is we must repair the core of our community…FAMILY. A weak family foundation 

not only contributes to the demise of the black family structure but it further divides 

us as a people.
